Lucia Fresco
topped Argentina with 11 points. Cuba held
advantages of 11-3 and 10-1 in blocks and
aces respectively.

Dominican Republic reached the semifinals
following a straight-set (25-16, 25-17, 25-20)
victory over Peru. Annerys Vargas' 16 points
